It was on a similar missions trip in 1999 that God began to work in my heart about reaching Latin 
America with the gospel. In March, we hosted a group of 15 teenagers and 5 adults from a supporting church 
in Maryland. They visited and served in several churches, attended our Multiply Conference, and were 
challenged on multiple occasions to live with eternity in view as we visited key sites throughout Santiago, 
Chile. Please pray that God will continue to work in these teenagers’ hearts as they return to the U.S.
